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The Reserve at Reid Plantation Pool Rules

Warning: No Life Guard on Duty
Pool access is restricted to Home Owner Association members and accompanied guests only.

Pool Hours: 9:00 a.m. - 10:00 p.m.

1) Current amenities gate key is required for admittance to the pool.

2) All guests must be accompanied by a homeowner/resident.

3) No propping the gate door for unauthorized guests.

4) Pool gate must be closed at all times.

5) A maximum of 5 guests per household allowed.

6) Swim at your own risk. No lifeguard on duty.

7) Swimming alone is discouraged.

8) Children 16 and over are permitted in the pool area without adult homeowner/resident
supervision. Proof of age will be required.

9) No children are permitted in the pool without an authorized person that is at least 18 years old.
Proof of age will be required.

10) Children not potty-trained must wear waterproof swim diapers.

11) Behavior should be respectful and safe.

12) No running or rough play in the pool area.

13) No loud music or music with vulgar language or offensive lyrics.

14) No diving permitted.

15) Discrete use of alcohol is permitted only after 5:00 PM for persons 21 years of age or older.

16) No glass containers allowed inside the pool area.

17) No smoking allowed inside the pool area.

18) No grills allowed inside the pool area or within 10 feet of the structure.

19) Do not use the pool if you are sick, have open wounds, diarrhea, nausea, skin, eye, ear, or
respiratory infections.

20) No spitting or blowing nose in pool or the pool area.

21) No urinating or defecating in pool or the pool area.

22) No animals or pets allowed inside the pool area.

23) Emergency phone on wall is for emergency use only.

24) First aid kit is located near the pool sign in area.

25) Maximum number of swimmers allowed in the pool at one time is 104.
